While fostering a rescue dog, you will be responsible for the basic necessities such as food, water and shelter.  Medical treatment must be provided when needed.  A fully functioning fire extinguisher is also required for every foster home.  (All veterinary expenses, including all vaccinations, will be paid for by Atlanta Weimaraner Club Rescue, unless this dog is harmed due to negligence of foster home. If this foster dog is in need of veterinary care, you must call Atlanta Weimaraner Club Rescue at  770-971-6104,  (c) 404-323-8346 or 770-966-8845, (c) 404-277-7640 and obtain approval before going to the vet, unless it is a life and death emergency for the dog.)  Foster home will not accept any stray or abandoned animals without authorization from Atlanta Weimaraner Club Rescue.
Any supplies provided by Atlanta Weimaraner Club Rescue, including crate, leash, collar, bowls, etc., must be returned to the group when the dog is adopted out or picked up by a volunteer.  If you make travel plans, please call with as much notice as possible so we can make arrangements for the foster dog.  All boarding, kennel and pet sitting arrangements are to be made by Atlanta Weimaraner Club Rescue only. This foster dog is not allowed to be taken out of town or to stay with anyone other than at the foster home.  If you have anyone that is interested in adopting this dog, they must first apply for the dog with an application. Under no circumstances are they allowed to have this dog until approved by Atlanta Weimaraner Club Rescue.  
It is important that the lines of communication are open between the volunteers and foster homes.  If an Atlanta Weimaraner Club Rescue volunteer calls you, we expect a return phone call within a timely manner.  If we don’t hear back from you regarding the well being of our dog, we have the right to remove the dog at any time.

This dog MUST remain on leash at all times and must keep ID on at all times.
